New SIDS guidelines
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( Healthy infants should be placed on their back to sleep to help reduce the risk of Sudden Infant Death Syndrome (SIDS) ( Avoid side sleeping, it’s now been shown to be more dangerous than back sleeping ( Be vigilant about daycare; more than 20 percent of babies in daycare centers are still put to sleep on their tummies.
