Effective July 1, 2006, all U.S. citizens who apply for Medicaid or renew their Medicaid coverage must provide the state with documentation proving their citizenship in order to obtain or continue Medicaid coverage.
To meet this new requirement, these applicants will have to submit: a) a passport, or b) a birth certificate and photo ID.
